Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held at 7.00pm on Wednesday 22nd January 2025 at South Otterington Village Hall, South Otterington, Northallerton, North Yorkshire DL7 9HG

The Chairman approved the apologies.

Minutes of Last Meeting
Approval of minutes of last meeting on 20/11/24 by E. Branson-Burke and K. Bowe.

Matters arising from previous minutes

a. Co-opting New Parish Councillors 

The Parish Council agreed to co-opt Michael Halderthay as a Parish Councillor to represent South Otterington. The chairman welcomed him and he signed the necessary forms.
Clerk to send the completed Register of Interests forms to NYC.

(North Yorkshire Councillor A. Wilkinson arrived)
b. Peggy’s Field Housing Development (Installing gas tanks and height of bungalows) 

Cllr A. Wilkinson advised she had spoken to planning and was able to give the Parish Council an update on some of the issues raised. Planning is conducting a site visit this week. Cllr A. Wilkinson is trying to arrange a meeting between planning and the Parish Council.
Compound
The planning officer will assess whether the compound used for storage is in an acceptable location.
Installing Gas Tanks
The installation of gas tanks is a breach of planning and Lovell have until the end of the January to apply for the necessary planning permission or remove the tanks. If no action is taken Lovell will be asked to remove the tanks. 
Height of Bungalows
The Parish Council has sent planning some photos raising concerns that the height of the bungalows seems to be above ground level. The Parish Council are baffled why bungalows would be built up above ground level and what appears to be a sheer drop around them. Cllr A. Wilkinson advised that planning would assess and measure the height of the bungalows during their site visit. They will determine a) Whether there is a breach and b) the degree of the breach.  
Damage to Residents Dwelling
Lovell have organised surveyors who have installed equipment in a resident’s dwelling to try and pin point exactly what building activity is causing damage. The equipment will be monitored every two months. This action follows one of the neighbouring properties to the site suffering serious structural damage, excessive vibration and cracking walls. 
Ancient Footpath

A resident is concerned over the loss of an ancient footpath after she spoke to the site manager who seems to know nothing about the footpath or it’s location in relation to the building site.
Parking of Contractors Vehicles / Turning Wagons
Some contractors park their vehicles within the site but a number of vehicles are parked along the pavements. They park in a manner that forces residents to walk on the grass as the pavement is inaccessible. The parked vehicles are causing great concern on a daily basis as the traffic that passes through the village has to navigate around the parked vehicles. Residents are finding reduced visibility whilst entering and exiting their driveways.

A resident was unsuccessful in reporting this matter to NYC Highways who showed no interest in this matter and referred her to contact NY police. 
Residents have also witnessed the chaos as wagons try and reverse into the site to drop of materials etc. Large wagons are unable to manoeuvre into the entrance and are forced to park on the pavement to unload. This interrupts the flow of traffic travelling through the village and residents accessing their driveways. Residents were advised that in future the wagons will be smaller.
c. Purchasing a VAS Sign
The Parish Council are seeking a quote from the same company that supplied the existing VAS signs in the parish. Cllr A. Wilkinson has awarded £1500 towards the purchase of a new sign.

Put it on the agenda for the next meeting.

d. Speed Safety Surgeries 
The Parish Council has received communication from a group which has formed to gain support to lower speed limits and improve road safety. They have raised some interesting points and the clerk circulated their communications to the parish councillors.

These submissions are for a range of uses. The majority are for residential use with additional submissions for employment, retail, and so on. 
At this stage it is purely for information with the chance to comment at a later date.

The clerk has circulated the plan to the Parish Council who have viewed it.
